Dragons Trampoline Club CODE OF CONDUCT 

We are fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the well-being of all our members. The club believes it is important that members, coaches, administrators and parents associated with the club should, at all times, show respect and understanding for the safety and welfare of others. Therefore, members are encouraged to be open at all times and share any concerns or complaints that they may have about any aspect of the club with our Welfare Officer, Karly Good.

As a member of Dragons Trampoline Club you are expected to abide by the following club rules:

· Respect coaches, judges and other participants both in training and competition.

· Wear suitable attire for training and events as agreed with the coach. Keep all long hair tied back. Remove all body jewellery.

· Do not smoke, consume alcohol or take drugs of any kind whilst attending training sessions or club events.

· Treat all equipment with respect.

· Do not eat whilst on or around the trampoline.  If you require a drink please leave this by the side of the hall.  Any spillages should be cleaned up immediately.

· Do not use bad language.

· Remain with coaches at the end of a session until collected by your parent or guardian.

· Do not wear outdoor shoes on the mats around the trampoline.  

· Keep noise levels down to ensure people on the trampoline and in the hall are not distracted or disturbed.
Parents or guardians of club members under 18 also have the following responsibilities:
· Encourage your child to learn the rules and participate within them.

· Discourage challenging or arguing with officials, publicly accept officials’ judgements.

· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.

· Set a good example by recognising good sportsmanship and applauding the good performances of all.

· Never force your child to take part in sport.

· Always ensure your child is dressed appropriately for the activity and has plenty to drink.

· Keep the club informed if your child is ill or unable to attend sessions.

· Endeavour to establish good communications with the club, coaches and officials for the benefit of all, sharing any concerns or complaints about any aspect of the club through the approved channels.

· Use correct and proper language at all times.

· Never punish or belittle a child for poor performance or making mistakes.

· Always collect your child promptly at the end of a session.

· Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy their sport.
As a trampoline club, we are dedicated to providing safe, effective and progressive coaching.  We are not responsible for your child’s activities whilst they are not on the trampoline and we cannot supervise them constantly during their class.  If you do not wish your child to be left unsupervised then please stay with them throughout the class.
As a coaching aid, and during events, your child may be photographed or videoed on the trampoline. Any images taken by DTC are used entirely appropriately to help understand, promote and improve the teaching we provide.
